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Major Program for Minor in Politics and Public

Administration of Bachelor Degree
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The major aims to cultivate students’ adherence to the orthodox political ideology
and right political direction. It aims to cultivate students to have high moral standards
and good psychological quality. It aims to teach students the basic knowledge about
political science and public administration, as well as necessary skills in policy analysis,
management, and team cooperation. It aims to help students develop a world vision and
get familiar with the political theories, social surveys, empirical research, and
organizational coordination. It aims to help students master modern scientific methods,
such as qualitative research methods (interview, case analysis, content analysis, etc.)
and quantitative research methods, and have the ability of solving professional
problems. Finally, it aims to transform students into experts in the fields of teaching,
research, and management. Students can also study further, and lay the foundation for

future research work on political sciences and public administration.
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"Minor major" refers to the undergraduate students in the university who have
learning capacity and ensure the completion of the major at the same time study minor
professional courses through voluntary application and school assessment consent
according to the relevant provisions of the university. Those who are qualified can be
obtained minor certificates.
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As a graduate of this major, it is required to have good moral quality and strong

sense of responsibility, strong writing ability and language expression ability, strong
logical thinking ability, good organizational ability, better personal understanding and
observation ability, solid professional knowledge of political science, administrative
knowledge, be familiar with social survey and empirical research methods and have the

ability to solve practical problems.
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Students should take 32 credits of core compulsory courses, 1 academic year
dissertation credit, complete and get 8 credits for the graduation thesis, and meet the
requirements of “Management measures for undergraduate minor major study and
minor degree award of Southwest Jiaotong University” before they are awarded the

degree of the minor major.
